Last month, much activity emanated from All Saints’ 
churchyard:  we began using the Garden of Remem-

brance, the Archdeacon of Bedford came and ‘officially opened’ 
the aforesaid area, and Messieurs Outen and Topley gave a bril-
liant talk on the flora and fauna of our living churchyard.  Parish-
ioners are quite blessed in the breadth and scope of living activity 
ongoing in the churchyard.  What we need now, is for everyone 
to manage it responsibly. 
 
This April brings with it the holy Christian festival of Easter, and 
one of my favourite hymns or anthems called “Now the green 
blade riseth”.  It recalls the common life cycle of birth to death of 
all living things, and recalls the powerful image of Jesus’ resur-
rection from the dead on Easter morning.  It references the sow-
ing of seeds, and their growth, as well as the harvesting thereof. 
The grassed areas in our churchyard are beautiful and teeming 
with life.  As a parish, we are now considering different ways of 
maintaining our churchyard, both in a practical and respectful 
way, as well as in an ecologically friendly way.  Meanwhile, there 
are two things we can do immediately, all of us, to help the PCC 
in its maintenance regime, namely 1) understand that we are try-
ing to collect all grass cuttings and remove them from the church-
yard and 2) please join the PCC in refraining from using any and 
all herbicides/pesticides/”weed-killers” on graves. 
 
With prayer and proper devotion to duty, we can have a beauti-
fully maintained churchyard, while respecting as many of God’s 
creatures as we practically can.
