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FROM THE PARISH COUNCIL 
At the January meeting attended by 10 parish councillors and 
both Councillor T. Rogers and Councillor J. Clarke from Central 
Bedfordshire Counci l 15 members of the public crowded  into 
the meeting room.  All were concerned with the short listing of land in 
Clifton as a potential  gypsy and traveller site.  It was agreed by all 
present that since it was now known that land was privately owned and 
there was doubt over whether it would remain on the shortlist no action 
should be taken until a definite decision is made. 

Mr T. Cobb was co-opted onto the Council to fill the vacancy caused by 
the resignation of Mr S. Melia due to pressure of work.   Members 
present heard reports from the Playing Fields and Highways 
Committees.  It was noted that the new floodlights were now in place 
on the car park.  These had been ordered in the autumn after it was 
found that the old columns were corroded at ground level and in an 
extremely dangerous condition.  The Council was warned at the time 
that a strong wind might have brought them down.    Work is shortly to 
begin on bringing power into the tractor shed where Clifton Football 
Club store their equipment.  There was also discussion about 
proposals  contained in Central Bedfordshire’s Site Allocations 
Development Plan Document which was shortly to be published for 
public consultation. 

DOGS After the last request published about dog fouling on the playing 
field there was a slight improvement  but recently the Parish Council 
has been receiving more complaints particularly from football teams 
using the field at the weekends.  It is therefore intending to put the 
wheels in motion to ban dogs from being exercised on the playing field. 

PARKING;  Car drivers parking their vehicles  down the side of Church 
Street where there are no kerbstones and the footway is marked with a 
white line are requested to park OUTSIDE of the white line as to do so 
inside the line creates a hazard for pedestrians and more especially for 
those pushing prams, buggies or using mobility scooters.
