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Bell Maintenance 2010 
All Saints’ Church, Clifton 

 
1953 was an interesting and significant year that amongst 
many notable events saw the Coronation of Queen Elizabeth II, Sir 
Edmund Hillary conquering Everest, and by no means least for Clifton, the 
bells at All Saints being rededicated after a major restoration the previous 
year, just in time to ring for the coronation of the new Queen. 
 

During the intervening 57 years, while the Queen has given unstinting 
loyal service to our country and Sir Edmund Hillary has inspired many to 
attempt courageous feats of endurance, the bells of All Saints have 
continued to ring with few interruptions; calling parishioners to more than 
6,000 services, celebrating weddings, mourning the departed, marking 
anniversaries, or simply for the thrill of making that wonderful centuries 
old, peculiarly English, sound of church bells echoing over the village and 
fields. With a few minor omissions the clock has also struck every quarter 
and every hour, with the carillon playing its tunes four times each day - in 
excess of 84,000 tunes, half a million hourly chimes, and 2 million quarter 
chimes. 
 

As the summer ends, the church bells and clock will fall silent during 
September and October to undergo essential maintenance work. Most of 
the moving parts are now very worn and require refurbishment or 
replacement; rope pulleys, clapper bushes, main bearings, and clapper 
staples. Engineering design and practice has improved vastly in bell-
hanging over the last 50 years and full advantage will be taken of new 
techniques available to ensure a ring of bells worthy of our community. 
 

With three of the bells being cast in the 16th century, probably in the 
churchyard beneath the tower, we are acutely conscious of the heritage 
we guard, not only in terms of the ancient hardware but also in maintaining 
a set of bells that can be rung well by our village team and visiting bands 
alike, and above all else to ensure the heritage for future generations to 
enjoy.  
 

In 1953 a “mile of pennies” helped the bell restoration. In 2010 the bell-
ringers, being very aware of the finances of the church, have raised the 
money for this work through donations, grants and sponsorship.

This is an ongoing problem, and we 
advise that those concerned should contact our parish council who would be 
only too willing to sort it out. It was also mentioned to us about the lack of 
ducks on the village pond! There are ducklings around, so if any one knows 
where the ducks are, please let us know. 

We have an AGM coming up in November along with Clifton Care Scheme 
and we are hoping to have Vivienne Kinch- Jamieson as our guest speaker to 
up date us on the new surgery.
