Greetings and salutations, friends and parishioners!

| pray that your New Year’s resolutions are still intact, that you

are remaining true to yourselves, and that you are remaining

true to each other. Oh, to be true, if it were but true, is to act

according to your soul. But, that is rather difficult to discern.

Unlike the characters in Philip Pullman’s fantasy novel North-

ern Lights, we cannot talk to our souls. Oh, | imagine our soul
keeps our body company, but not in the same way as two passengers in a taxi
might keep each other company by exchanging pleasantries and the greeting
of the day. So how do we discern the true path to walk in? Who will show us
the way?

Left to our own devices, we humans tend to act like fluid, seeking the path of
least resistance. It is absolutely essential, through our will to live, that we eat
and sleep, that we protect ourselves...and we do or die, mostly. The trouble
starts when there are two of us and only one apple. Then the stronger or clev-
erer gets the apple and the weaker withers, starves, or perishes.

LIONS CARE IN THE COMMUNITY
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The Enterprise Community — Part 2

Although the launch event on 7" December was not particularly well sup-
ported, with only nine people present, the idea of bringing some more local
income generating, or money saving, opportunities to the attention of the com-
munity seemed to meet with approval. A number of ideas were explored
which could form the basis of a talk and discussion over the coming months.
Some reflected the agricultural and horticultural potential of a rural location
such as Clifton and the loss of choice and variety resulting from the domi-
nance of the Supermarkets. Others related to the need for an exchange of
experience in the cost, reliability and performance of alternative energy sys-
tems, e.g. Solar Water Heaters, Wind Generators when used in this area. We
demonstrated a new 3D TV system for home movies and 3D digital photogra-
phy plus Phantograms.

It is hoped to obtain sponsorship from local businesses to cover the modest
cost of holding these events and some of the surrounding villages have ex-
pressed interest in hosting one or more of the talks.

Before attempting to organise any specific event it would be useful to have
some indication of the potential interest in each suggested topic and to have
your ideas on other subjects which would either be of interest to you, or to
which you would be able to contribute your own knowledge or experience.
The following initial list is suggested only to give an idea of the type of subject
which may be considered:-

1) Seedy Sunday. Every February at seven towns in the south seed swap-
ping events are held to preserve heritage varieties of cottage garden crops
with better flavour and which crop over a period, not all at once! Look up
www.seedysunday.org. Next event 3" February in Hove Town Hall. Could we
do one next year? 2) Practical Recycling:  with a display of products
made from recycled materials. 3) Valuable crops from small plots
Herb growing and exchange, Truffles, Saffron etc. 4) Creating a
brand : Local speciality food products. 5) Snail Farming . 6) Crayfish
Farming. (7) Healthcare in the community - where do NHS Direct fit in?
8) Coprolites -could they return as organic fertiliser? 9) Licensing and
Franchising: Protecting your ideas and making money from them. 10) Local
Fruit — what have we got- is it used?
