The Enterprise Community Part 12
Speeding the end of a recession — continued.

In UK terms, the number of jobs we need to create is around 2 million al-
though experience tells us that roughly a quarter of that number of workplaces
created in new enterprises is sufficient to generate external economic activity
to quadruple its effect. In other words for every job created another three jobs
are supported in the broader economy

Every recession leaves resources under-utilised, human, material and capital.
It is useful to consider how access can be obtained to those resources for new
enterprises to begin. In the late 70’s factory space was available following the
closure of traditional industries in many parts of the UK. Often whole commu-
nities were unemployed and many professionals like the lawyers, accountants
and even bank managers were less than fully employed.

At the time John Davis, who left Shell to join the economist Dr
E.F.Schumacher, conceived the idea of creating locally based trusts to com-
bine the advice and help of those professionals with the backing of local insti-
tutions like the Council, Church, College, Trades Council and Press to give
free support to new enterprises.

Once such a Local Enterprise Trust, as he called them, was formed, John
would seek the agreement of the organisation owning the, now empty, factory
to lease the premises to the Trust for division into small business units. Ini-
tially the trust would offer to pay a peppercorn rent that would grow with the
success of the new businesses. | took over from John Davis when the first
eight Trusts were in operation and realised then that his initiative could speed
the end of a recession. With advice and support from the Trusts, the propor-
tion of early failures can be minimised and their staff can be re-employed in
the successful growing enterprises.

The number of Trusts grew rapidly to 36 which, in turn, created around 50,000
jobs requiring more support than our small charity could provide. Prince
Charles, by now our Patron, had shown an interest and Business in the Com-
munity was formed, later with him as President, to develop the concept and
eventually 300 Enterprise Agencies created % million jobs, (the critical number
we require today).

In the early stages, whilst such initiatives were largely voluntary, each Trust
was the creation of its own community and was designed to answer to the
needs of the community. We reportedé)ﬂ the successes and circulated a
newsletter to cross-fertilise the experiéhce and ideas between them. Later on
the Enterprise Agencies, now with Government backing, grew more rapidly in



number but to a common formula, centrally controlled with strict reporting on
performance to justify ever increasing public funding. Later they were re-
named “Business Links” and were regionally combined losing identification
with the community which created them.

Now we are again in recession and a new strategy is required. | believe it is
beyond the experience of Government to act on a scale small enough to pro-
duce a model capable of widespread application although there are indicators
based on both need and opportunity that lead me to believe that a re-launched
community-based solution could be attempted.

Empty factories are no longer a widely available resource since most have
now been converted to housing or, as is the case with ERC in Shefford, de-
molished to make way for houses. It is fortunate that, with the coming of the
IT age, many new businesses can now be started from the home and internet
promotion conceals this fact from their clients. | made full use of this in the
90’s when trying to help UK industry following a long period when lack of in-
vestment in research had left it vulnerable. | set up a non-profit organisation in
London called the Technology Exchange in 1985 and moved it to Wrest Park
in 1989. We persuaded research organisations in 35 countries that we could
find industrial partners for their new developments and brought over 10,000
offers to UK industry between 1990 and 1994 with only four full-time employ-
ees but an impressive array of consultants.

The firms in difficulty today are those that have not been able to respond
quickly enough to the change of technology or ways of doing business. Their
very size has made it all but impossible to change direction quickly. But this
problem does not affect the new start-up business with low cost and flexibility.
New businesses created during the stringent conditions of a recession will be
poised to grow rapidly after the recession has ended. The larger organisations
are unlikely to re-employ people until our spending power has been raised by
improved business activity.

The schools, colleges and Universities are only now realising that the market
for their output is changing and they are discharging fully qualified people who
are not equipped for self-employment.. Ironically the further people progress
down the higher education route the more specialised they become and only a
few have been able to establish businesses at the leading edge of their tech-
nology or profession. The same applies to those who have lost their jobs and
are well aware of their own potential but have lost the cooperation of their
partners in business or industry.

There is a need to establish a local po§§graduate/ post employment activity
which can train this rich resource to idértify opportunities for self employment
or employment with those of complimentary skills and knowledge. It would



help them to research and evaluate the needs they seek to address and to
compare the potential solutions to those needs in terms of cost, effectiveness
and deliverability and the income earning potential of their own contribution
and that of the group. Following pilot evaluation their business plans, devel-
oped in consultation with Business Links and the Prince’s Trust, could then be
presented for financial support.

In parallel with this we should be encouraging exploration of the business op-
portunities afforded by changing technology and invite those leading the field
to participate in discussions and demonstrations here in Clifton. It is significant
that the impact of IT together with the need to minimise our carbon footprint is
now leading to an economic justification for local supply to satisfy local de-
mand across a wide range of sectors including Food, Energy and Transport.
We will examine these individually in later issues.

Open Gardens - a story!

Jim Peacock, who else would, rang some four weeks ago to say
they (nice to be anonymous) were having difficulty finding Clifton
residents who were prepared to open their garden for the 'Open
Gardens' event. He is a good salesman and of course | agreed in
order to help out.

Well, to open your garden, at this (early) time of year, meant that
a lot of tidying-up and weeding had to be done - in fact my gar-
den shed needed to be sorted and cleared. This reminds me of
my time in the army. The Annual Inspection meant that all had to
be bulled and shined - at that time you saluted anything that
moved and painted anything that didn't. Just before one inspec-
tion we heard that the then Queen Mother, our Colonel in Chief,
was to visit the Royal Army Medical Corps depot and rumour had
it that she liked cabbages. So just before her visit loads of cab-
bages were bought and 'planted’ around the drill square. Unfor-
tunatley the day she was due to arrive we were all off the Suez
(November 1956) to create a Field Ambulance Unit. Because of
Suez there was petrol rationing and we had to march about 20
miles! However, by the time we reached Cyprus (by air of course
- not marching!) it was all over and 10 hours later we returned.
