LIONS HELPING OTHERS 
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All Saints Churchyard 
Churchyards are among the relatively few 
areas where wild flowers can still grow in 
their natural form. 
 
St Albans Diocese through the Living Churchyard Scheme 
(supported by Bedfordshire Wildlife Trust) is encouraging the 
development of wildlife areas in many of its churchyards.  Here in 
All Saints Churchyard, we have set aside two areas for wildlife to 
further enrich the bio-diversity which abounds here. This initial 
plan to improve the habitat is based on earlier work carried out 
by Alan Outen and Peter Topley which identified the vast range 
of existing flora and fauna. Many people met with Alan and Peter 
for guided tours of the flora and fauna last year. Posters giving 
details of the flowers and plants to be seen are displayed in the 
Churchyard and if you have any queries you would be welcome 
to contact us—better still come and help with the clean up being 
scheduled for 3rd of July, details overleaf.  
 
Spring wildlife area – this area contains a range of early flowering 
plants, such as cuckooflower, bugle and bulbous buttercup.  This 
area will be left uncut for 8 weeks from the beginning of April to 
allow the plants in this area a chance to flower and set seed, and 
provide a nectar source for many insects including butterflies.  
Regular cutting of this area will commence at the beginning of 
June with the cuttings removed.   

Summer wildlife area - this area is the last remaining strongholds 
for bird’s foot trefoil in the churchyard, which flowers from June to 
August.  We would like to give this species, along with burnet 
saxifrage and black knapweed, a chance to flower and set seed 
for 8 weeks starting at the beginning of June.  Before this time, 
the area will be cut as normal and regular cutting will re-
commence at the start of August.

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Solar is an earner with new feed-in tariff 
When you get an approved renewable energy system installed 
you can now benefit from a Feed-in Tariff (FIT). Your electricity 
supplier will pay one tariff for the electricity you generate and one 
for any electricity you export to the grid. For a standard 
household Solar PV system they’ll pay 41.3p per kWh generated 
and at least 3p per kWh exported. 

FITs mean that a well sited Solar PV system can now pay for 
itself in as little as 12.5 years. To qualify for FITs, equipment and 
its installers must both be MCS approved. The Microgeneration 
Certification Scheme is the new guarantee of quality. 

A 2.5kW peak system for a two person household could save/
earn you £1000 a year and currently costs around £15,000 fitted. 
A new set up like this will reduce your annual CO2 emissions by 
around a tonne. In terms of its positive environmental impact this 
is comparable to getting loft and cavity wall insulation fitted 
together. 

FITs replace government grants for electricity generating 
technologies like Solar PV and wind turbines. Grants for 
renewable heating systems remain but are due to be 

superseded in April 2011 by the Renewable Heat Incentive. To 
qualify for a grant your home must be insulated (270mm in the 
loft and cavity wall filled) with energy saving light bulbs 
throughout.
