At the recent meeting of the Parish Council attended 
by 10 Councillors and both District Councillors and a 
member of the public,  Mr Barry Livesey was elected 
Chairman for the forthcoming year.  Mr Simon Fish 
was elected Vice Chairman.  Reports  from the 
Playing Fields and Highways Committees and  a 
report on planning applications and the responses forwarded to 
Central Bedfordshire during the past month were  given.     
Amongst correspondence received was a letter from Mr Donald 
Brace informing the Council that after many months of 
negotiations with DEFRA the permissive access at Clifton Bury 
Farm has been extended until 30th September 2019.  The access 
routes remain the same as before;  permissive footpaths cover a 
length of 6.23 km with public footpaths covering aan additional 
1.2 km on the farm.  Permissive bridleways cover 1.83 km with 
an additional 1.6 km of public bridleway.  Woodland on the farm 
is not open to the public and members of the public are asked to 
keep to the permissive walkways and thus cause minimal 
damage to wildlife.  The Parish Council is extremely grateful to 
Mr and Mrs  Brace for both  this concession which has opened 
up the village for so many residents and also for the recent 
provision  of some allotments on their land. 
 
A donation of £150.00 to help the work of Mid Beds- Link- a –
Ride was approved.   The Council had  previously written to 
Allianz expressing dissatisfaction over the handling of the War 
Memorial  claim;  A reply was submitted  but was not  accepted 
by the Council who wish to take the matter further.

Biggleswade Sandy Lions support “Send a Cow”, a UK 
registered charity which started 20 years ago by first supplying 
cows to poor farming communities in Uganda. The families were 
then obliged to pass on the first offspring of the livestock given to 
them to another family, thereby creating a multiplier effect. They 
now operate in 9 sub- Saharan African countries, and the 
scheme also includes goats and chickens.  

“Send a Cow” also provides training in growing more food, 
integrating livestock and crops so that there is no waste using 
dung, vegetable peelings and washing-up water to improve 
yields. New types of fruit and vegetable are grown so that 
families have more to eat and sell. Families now eat 3 meals a 
day instead of one, so they are healthier. Children can go to 
school instead of working in the fields as there is now sufficient 
income to cover school expenses as well as pay for clothes.  

Families are taught how to make compost which saves money, 
as well as how to create kitchen gardens, bag gardens, make 
natural pesticides, and save and manage water supplies. 
Training is given in animal welfare and husbandry as well as 
agriculture. Agricultural and veterinary experts provide ongoing 
support and supplementary training, the ultimate aim being that 
families will be able to work without the Charity’s support.
