Either we give terrorists and vio-
lent offenders the time of day by stopping everything we are do-
ing and turning to them, or we completely denude them of their 
power.  I would pray that we do the latter.  By praying for them, 
instead of being consumed by the mass media hysteria sur-
rounding these events, by praying for the perpetrators instead of 
cowering and showing any fear, we shift the emphasis of power 
from bad to good, stripping those who would act this way of any 
power over us.  We have the ability to turn to God, at these 
times, rather than away from Him.  If we love our enemies, we 
deny them fuel for their negative fire. 
 
Let us pray for the fallen in Virginia, for the victims’ families, the 
community at large, and for the tormented soul of the assailant.  
Let us also pray for the Middle East and anywhere there is the 
threat of terrorism and violence, and let us pray for our enemies, 
as well as our friends.  In so doing, we serve God using His 
power, not the opposite.     Pax!  M-A+

The wire-
less was the entertainment listening to ITMA on Thursday evenings!  
Opposite the pond was the hairdressers, a hair cut cost 3 pence or for 
6 pence you got a proper cut with scissors!  The local bus called Pir-
ton-Belle was driven by Fred Watts.  He drove into Hitchin and wouldn’t 
leave until all his passengers were aboard for the homeward journey.  
Milk was delivered by horse and cart and the four bakers in the village 
all used coal ovens.  Dr Willy Grellet had his medicines collected for 
him from Hitchin.  During the war two doodle-bugs landed in the vil-
lage, one destroying two cottages and farm buildings.  Ken left school 
in January 1946 and went to work away from Pirton at Wandon End 
near Luton to work for R Olivers.  He returned to his farming life after 
18 months where he met his wife to be and got married in 1950. 
 
Pat Kemp gave the vote of thanks for an interesting and humorous 
evening. Tea hostesses were Val Brace and Joan Dann.  An array of 
Easter hats were displayed for this month’s competition and the winner 
was Chris Byers.
