ANNUAL PARISH MEETING  
Residents attending the Annual Parish Meeting in 
March received reports from the Parish Council’s 
Committee Chairmen on matters dealt with during the 
past year:  
 
Playing Fields Committee  
Compliments were noted on high standard of maintenance of the play-
ing field surface. The football pitch layout had been revised to accom-
modate three different sized pitches; with three junior and three adult 
teams using them. Thankfully, fears expressed by Yew Tree residents 
on the revised layout had not been realised. 
 
Dog fouling had been a problem and although a notice in the Clifton 
Chronicles resulted in a short term reduction, the Committee now has 
to consider a complete ban on dogs on the field. 
 
Community Centre 
The year had seen a larger amount of maintenance, with two cracks 
appearing over the fire exit doors. Verdant were employed to sweep 
the car park during the autumn and will be employed next year. 
 
The centre continued to play host to many events involving the local 
community and the hire rates have been frozen for the coming year. 
 
Highways Committee  
Over the past year the Committee had been called upon to address 
such matters as faulty street lights, pavement and road faults, litter, 
road signs, grass cutting, hedge trimming, traffic speeding, the pond 
and of course the War Memorial.  
 
Meetings have been held with County representatives on the condition 
of roads and pavements in the village. Meetings were also held with 
County representatives and the police on the problem of speeding ve-
hicles through the village. Due to Members continued pressure there 
had been an increase in police speed checks resulting in 93 speeding 
offences being dealt with. 
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A new seat had been erected, and a number of vandalised street signs 
had attended to by “volunteer” Councillors. The War Memorial housing 
had been replaced, with the adjoining pavement widened to accommo-
date new safety bollards.  
 
Planning Committee 
In excess of 40 planning applications had been dealt with over the past 
year. 
 
To ensure that Clifton ‘s views were heard on the Mid Beds District 
Council’s Site Allocation DPD: Issues and Options Consultation Exer-
cise the Planning Committee instigated the Parish Council taking the 
lead in the involvement of local residents. The Parish Council held an 
exhibition on the 15th March 2008 on the consultation exercise. A great 
deal of work had been done by Members in setting up the exhibition 
and in formulating the resulting submission the District Council’s con-
sultants.

Energy and the Environment 

 
The emphatic rejection by the residents of 
Langford of the wind-farm, which was pro-
posed for their entertainment, prompts me to 
reflect on the future sources of our energy 
supplies. 
 
Since 1980 I have been actively involved with the Charity now 
called Practical Action, founded by Dr E.F.Schumacher the au-
thor of “Small is Beautiful” and have been impressed by their 
work in developing countries to improve livelihood and productiv-
ity through better design and with the use of renewable energy, 
the only type of energy to which they have access.  They apply 
wind, solar and hydro-power  directly at the point where it is 
needed, to supplement human energy, not to replace it. 
 
A wind-pump in the Turkana desert is visible for miles and is a 
welcome sign to the nomadic pastoralists that here they will be 
able to both find water for their cattle and themselves and that 
pasture for their cattle will be a by-product of the irrigation. The 
wild animals too will drink the run-off water. 
 
Lighting is often the only energy need in rural Nepal and a few 
hundred watts of solar and wind power will be enough to supply 
one low wattage lamp for each hut. 
 
But the greatest joy comes when individuals can gain an income 
from energy conservation, like Sajeda the young lady in Lalam 
Nagar, a slum in Bangladesh who learnt how to make cooking 
stoves which burn 1/3rd less wood using her pottery skills. Or the 
boys who pull the cage on the ropeway across a gorge in Nepal 
saving a seven hour round trip by mule.  They earn seven rupees 
for each crossing. 
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In talks which I have been giving to schools we look at the tidal 
and wave energy which we can access then ask what is the larg-
est potential contributor to our energy future?  Of course the an-
swer is Conservation.  If we could halve our energy consumption 
and then halve it again we could conceivably live on renewable 
energy alone and this would remove, or drastically reduce, the 
damage to our environment. 
 
Our cars typically do 20 to 60 mpg, yet students at our secondary 
schools are designing cars for the Shell Eco-Challenge at Rock-
ingham which give 2,000 mpg and the record is 13,000 mpg. 
True we have low energy light bulbs that consume 8 watts to give 
60 watts of light but we regularly light a whole room to read a 
newspaper. 
 
Our cookers, fridges and freezers lose most of their energy 
through bad design and poor thermal insulation. Yet a vacuum 
flask will keep its contents cold or hot without using extra energy. 
We heat a whole house to keep a single body warm. 
 
Whenever we compare the minimum energy needed for the pur-
pose we require to achieve with the energy we actually consume 
the ratio is far less than one fifth. 
 
The science is available now for us to live well within the limits of 
affordable and sustainable energy. But only when we have re-
designed our energy use systems to recognise that lifetime en-
ergy cost is significantly greater than initial capital cost, and re-
placed our inefficient appliances, should we embark on any mas-
sive energy projects.  Their output would only contribute to warm-
ing the atmosphere and  keep energy costs down for a while to 
prolong the life of inefficient equipment.

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How smart is your driving? 
 
Most car drivers could be travelling a lot further on a tank of fuel. 
No new car is required - just a change to smarter driving. Try 
these tips: 
 
· Shift up the gears earlier (between 2000 and 2500rpm). 

Cruising comfortably in 5th gear is the best place to be.  
 
· Cut your top speed.  Wind resistance increases significantly 

with speed. The optimum speed for fuel efficiency is 45 – 
50mph.   

 
· Avoid unnecessary braking by anticipating the traffic ahead. 

Fluid motion is better than stop start. 
 
· When slowing down, stay in gear and take your foot off the 

accelerator as early as possible. This reduces fuel con-
sumption to near zero.  
 

· Plan your route to avoid congestion or getting lost. 
 
Smarter driving could save you the equal of about one month’s 
worth of fuel each year. For more money saving tips, contact the 
Energy Saving Trust on 0800 512 012.

Local winner! 
Ryan Parker wins 

English Schools title 
 
On a testing course in the Nottinghamshire country-
side, Clifton's Ryan Parker put in a tremendous per-
formance to become 2009 Senior boys Sainsbury's 
English Schools Cross County Champion. 
 
This year's Sainsbury's ESAA (English School Athletics Association) 
Cross Country Championships, held in the grounds of Stanford Hall, 
drew almost 1,800 athletes from around the country, all who had quali-
fied through races at local district and county level. 
 
Ryan won the gold by achieving a time of 23 minutes 13 seconds over 
a seven kilometre course. 
 
Ryan (17), a student at Samuel Whitbread School, commented after 
his gold winning performance: 
 
"I got a good start quickly establishing myself in the top thirty. I then 
slowly worked myself through the field to find I was out in front. From 
there I just kicked on to the finish. The course was hilly and dry but 
clearly it seemed to suit me. It's a good early birthday present as I'll be 
eighteen on Tuesday.  
 
"I'm looking forward to the track season ahead where I'm sure I will get 
confidence from this win to kick onto quicker times. 
 
"Lastly I'd like to say a big thank you to my mum for all the support she 
has given me recently. I couldn't do it without her." 
 
Traditionally one of the biggest dates in the English School sporting 
calendar these championships count the likes of Paula Radcliffe and 
Steve Ovett among its former medallists, as well as current British in-
t e r n a t i o n a l i s t s  M o  F a r a h  a n d  E m i l y  P i d g e o n .
