MAKE A DIFFERENCE –BRING SOME HAPPINESS  
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Bell Restoration Project 
All Saints’ Church, Clifton 

In 1953 the bells of All Saints were rededicated after 
a major restoration, just in time to ring for the 
coronation of the new Queen 

In the intervening 57 years the bells have continued to ring with few 
interruptions; calling parishioners to more than 6,000 services, 
celebrating weddings, mourning the departed, marking anniversaries, 
or simply for the thrill of making that wonderful centuries old, peculiarly 
English, sound of church bells echoing over the village and fields. With 
few omissions the clock has also struck every quarter and every hour, 
with the carillon playing four times each day – more than 84,000 tunes, 
half a million hourly chimes, and 2 million quarters. 

As the summer ends, the church bells and clock will fall silent during 
September and October to undergo essential maintenance work - most 
of the moving parts are now very worn and require substantial 
refurbishment or replacement. As three of the bells were cast in the 
16th century, probably in the churchyard beneath the tower, we are 
acutely conscious of the heritage we guard, and the importance in 
maintaining a set of bells that can be rung well by both our village team 
and visiting bands - and above all else to ensure the heritage for future 
generations to enjoy. 

This work will cost around £12,000, and while we have some money in 
the pot, we do need to raise more. In 1953 a “mile of pennies” helped 
the cause, in 2010 Frank Rivett is following the pilgrims route from St 
Jean Pied de Port in France to Santiago de Compostela in north-west 
Spain to help raise money for the bells.  

Starting on 27th April he will follow the ancient pilgrimage route of “The 
Way of St James”, with the intention of walking around 500 miles over 
33 days; no support team, interpreter or overnight accommodation 
booked - so by no means guaranteed. If you feel able to sponsor Frank 
in his endeavour to raise money for the bell restoration, or to follow his 
progress, please visit http://www.1cfb.net/santiago/ for details.

Enterprise Community - Part 15 
The Rise and Rise of 3D 

 
If I was about to leave school at this time and seeking a career in 
the “Media” which would utilise my computer skills plus the ability 
to use a digital camera, I would seriously consider acquiring a 
knowledge of stereoscopic imaging. 
 
Films like Avatar and 3D Television for sporting events are 
merely the tip of the iceberg.  Over 54 films are currently being 
made in 3D, programmes to convert well loved 2D films into 3D 
are now available and over 400,000 3D TVs are predicted to be 
in use by 2014.  I suspect that the actual figure may be much 
higher. 
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In the early 80’s, when I was elected President of the 
Stereoscopic Society (founded in 1893), we struggled to 
popularise the medium.  Even earlier Kellog issued stereo cards 
with their cornflakes which attracted one collector who, many 
years later, brought his next door neighbour and one of our older 
members, K,C,M .Symons, to our London Meetings.  He was a 
tall young man topped with a mop of black hair by the name of 
Brian May, a student at Imperial College where he had formed a 
pop group called “Queen”.  Recently, with Elena Vidal, he has 
published a book called “A Village Lost and Found” about 
T.R.Williams, a Victorian photographer who produced hand 
coloured 3D scenes of life in his Oxfordshire village of Hinton 
Waldrist in the 1850’s.  I have persuaded Brian and Elena to do a 
book-signing at David’s Bookshop in Letchworth between 5.0 pm 
and 6.0 pm on Friday 21st May 
 
With the advent of digital photography, interest in 3D has revived. 
Initially we coupled two digital cameras together to take our 
pictures until last year Fuji brought out their Finepix Real 3D 
camera and digital movie cameras are being used side-by-side 
sometimes either widely or very closely separated to create 
astonishing results. 
 
But how can you get involved in a development that is now 
changing cinema, video, TV and photography itself where the 
knowledge is still being created by amateurs?  To help you I am 
bringing the annual Stereoscopic Society Convention to 
Letchworth G.C. over the weekend of 21st to 23rd May where you 
can meet the experts and see some of their work.  To attend the 
full weekend costs just £16 and, yes Brian May is giving a show!  
You can download a booking form from 
www.sterescopicsociety.org.uk. It may start you on a career 
where those who can prove their ability can name their own 
salary!  If there is sufficient local interest we may put on a 
weekend course at the Community College.
