INVITATION TO CONFESSION

Priest: Christ our Passover lamb has been sacrificed for us. Let us therefore rejoice by

putting away all malice and evil and confessing our sins with a sincere and true heart.

Let us return to the Lord our God and say to him

All: Father, we have sinned against heaven and against you. We are not worthy to be

called your children. We turn to you again. Have mercy on us, bring us back to

yourself as those who once were dead but now have life through Christ our Lord.

Priest: May the God of love and power forgive you and free you from your sins, heal and
strengthen you by his Spirit, and raise you to new life in Christ our Lord.
